                                                       Discussion 
This study investigated the role of Atomic Habits in building psychological resilience, comparing urban and rural populations. The initial findings suggest that individuals in rural areas exhibit higher resilience levels compared to their urban counterparts. The results align with previous research indicating that rural environments can foster resilience through stronger community ties and greater access to nature, which contribute to well-being and coping mechanisms (Ungar, 2013).
The higher resilience observed in rural populations could be attributed to several factors. Rural residents often engage in daily routines that involve physical activity, interaction with nature, and social cohesion, all of which are known to enhance psychological resilience (Hart et al., 2011). Moreover, the sense of community and mutual support prevalent in rural areas can provide a robust network for coping with stress and adversity (Berkes & Ross, 2013). 
These factors collectively contribute to the development and maintenance of resilience in rural settings. On the other hand, urban environments, characterized by higher stress levels, pollution, and social isolation, may hinder the development of resilience. The fast-paced lifestyle and limited access to restorative natural spaces in urban areas can exacerbate stress and reduce opportunities for engaging in resilience-building activities (Evans, 2003). Therefore, interventions aimed at increasing resilience in urban populations might benefit from promoting community engagement, increasing green spaces, and encouraging regular physical activity. 
The study's mixed-methods approach, combining qualitative interviews and quantitative assessments, provided a comprehensive understanding of how Atomic Habits impact resilience. The use of the Daily Atomic Habits Scale (DMAS) and the Connor-Davidson Resilience Scale (CD-RISC) allowed for robust measurement of daily activities and resilience levels, respectively. Future research could further explore the specific types of routines that most effectively build resilience and how these vary across different demographic groups. 
In conclusion, the findings underscore the importance of daily routines in fostering resilience, with rural populations showing higher resilience levels than their urban counterparts. This highlights the potential benefits of incorporating resilience-building activities into daily life and suggests that urban planning and public health 13 interventions should consider strategies to mitigate stress and enhance community support to boost resilience in urban settings. Further research is warranted to explore these dynamics in more detail and to identify effective interventions tailored to different environments.
