Divisibility Rule for 3
Rule:
A number is divisible by 3 if the sum of its digits is divisible by 3.
Example 1:
👉 2,145 → 2 + 1 + 4 + 5 = 12
Since 12 ÷ 3 = 4 (no remainder), 2,145 is divisible by 3.
Example 2:
👉 7,223 → 7 + 2 + 2 + 3 = 14
14 ÷ 3 = 4 remainder 2 → Not divisible by 3.
Divisibility Rule for 6
Rule:
A number is divisible by 6 if it is divisible by both 2 and 3.
Check both rules:
· Ends in an even number → divisible by 2
· Sum of digits divisible by 3 → divisible by 3
Example 1:
👉 3,672
· Ends in 2 → divisible by 2
· [bookmark: _GoBack]3 + 6 + 7 + 2 = 18 → 18 ÷ 3 = 6
✅ So 3,672 is divisible by 6

Divisibility Rule for 9
Rule:
A number is divisible by 9 if the sum of its digits is divisible by 9.
Example 1:
👉 3,564 → 3 + 5 + 6 + 4 = 18
18 ÷ 9 = 2 → ✅ Divisible by 9
Example 2:
👉 7,325 → 7 + 3 + 2 + 5 = 17
17 ÷ 9 = 1 remainder 8 → ❌ Not divisible by 9
